Description This subject builds on the knowledge and skills gained in 513-662 Cardiorespiratory
Science. This subject will enable students to build on their undergraduate knowledge and clinical
experience in the areas of evidence based practice, program evaluation, cardiorespiratory outcome
measures, exercise in cardiorespiratory dysfunction, efficacy of components of rehabilitation, medical
management of related diseases including pharmacological management and oxygen therapy,
nutrition, ageing, osteoporosis, marketing and setting up new rehabilitation programs and running a
safe and effective exercise class. It is designed to allow students to refine clinical reasoning and
manual skills in the clinical setting, including patient assessment and treatment, and education of
caregivers and other health professionals. Students will be expected to gain experience under
supervision in the management of both medical and surgical patients.

Assessment Written assignment 1500 words (20%), oral presentations totalling (30%), skills
examinations totalling (15%), exercise class practical examination (15%), clinical assessment (20%).
Students must gain a pass in both the practical and theoretical components in order to pass the
subject.
