Students are required to submit a learning portfolio with evidence of having completed 
or attended professional development courses, workshops, hospital or clinical in-services, 
conferences, presentations, publications and/or research.  Bonus points will be awarded for 
professional development activities within the specialist stream. 
  

Assessment  Portfolio & summary record of professional development activities (100%).   

A summary record of all professional development activities must be submitted along with copies 
of record of attendance or participation.  Activities in the student’s specialist stream will be awarded 
bonus points, as will courses accredited by the Australian Physiotherapy Association.  Activities 
over the last 5 years may be included in the portfolio, items outside this timeframe, up to 10 years 
may be considered in special circumstances.
